Clusters of low-rise condominium style accommodations are tucked
throughout the resort landscape by the lake. Although by no means
a 5* hotel it is very comfortable indeed and has numerous other
fun things to offer including three outdoor pools, two indoor pools,
one on the upper floor of the hotel. waterskiing, sailing, and fish-
ing. You’'ll also find a beach, a fitness centre, racquetball and
squash courts, 8 tennis courts (2 indoor and 6 outdoor), beachfront
watercraft, horseback riding, wagon, carriage and pony
rides, hiking trails, off-road ATV and Hummer tours.

The Resort has 415 rooms, including a number of luxury 2 and 3
bedroom suites. There are a host of dining and refreshment alter-
natives, including the Eclipse restaurant, Steamers restaurant, The
Pub and The Landing Lobby Bar, all with seasonal outdoor patios.
